Provide
comprehensive education and training to lay groups
and professionals concerning substance abuse,
mental health issues, crisis counseling topics,
dispute resolution, mediation, and violence
reduction.

5. Qutpatient detoxification.

6. Consultation Training and Education. Provide
comprehensive education and training to lay groups
and professionals concerning substance abuse,
mental health issues, and crisis intervention.

7. Gay men’s group support and counseling group for
adult males.

8. Dual Diagnosis Recovery Program. Provide
outpatient services for persons diagnosed with a
mental iliness and chemical dependency. Includes
free confidential assessment and drug and alcohol
education within the context of mental iliness.

Support the development and
implementation of programs to meet behavioral
“health needs in Maricopa County. ,

7. Advocacy for behavioral health. Programs to meet
identified behavioral health needs,

8. Case management for youth and SMI clients. Case
management offices located throughout Maricopa
County.
